WHEREAS, the Cayuga County Water & Sewer Authority updated the Public Works Committee at its March 2021 meeting with 

respect to the Authority’s progress on a regional water system; and 

WHEREAS, the Authority highlighted many of the positive impacts which would result from a regional water system, including, but 

not limited to: a second source of municipal water for a significant portion of the county, saving taxpayer’s money through economies 

of scale and avoiding duplication of services, increased economic development potential, and increased reliability and resiliency to the 

county’s overall water supply; and 

WHEREAS, the County of Cayuga is responsible for creating county water districts, and that creating such districts require the 

preparation of maps and plans, public hearings, and ultimately an affirmative vote of the Cayuga County Legislature; now, therefore 

be it 

RESOLVED, that the Cayuga County Legislature hereby directs the Cayuga County Water & Sewer Authority to prepare a map and 

plan, to be developed in accordance with the requirements of § 253 of N.Y. County Law, and for submission, presentation, and 

deliberation to the Cayuga County Legislature.
