PUBLIC HEARING: To Adopt Local Law No.  For the Year 2007, Authorizing Creation of a Cayuga County
Auxiliary Police Unit and Extending Workers” Compensation Coverage to Such Organization Pursuant to Section 2 of
the Workers” Compensation Law. Public Hearing Opened 10:08AM, approved by voice vote, all present voting
aye.

PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR: Hon. David Pappert for Hon. Susan Dwyer, Cayuga County Clerk, Ms. Dwyer and
Jon Budelmann, Assistant. DA, both spoke on the resolution opposing a change to the New York State Department of
Motor Vehicle Policy, which would allow illegal alien’s to obtain a valid New York State Driver’s license. Sue Dwyer,
a month ago the Governor ordered all the clerks to meet in Albany, on a 24 hour notice, to let us know that he was
going to change how we are going to give driver’s license’s in New York State, before we would ask for Social
Security numbers, and now we would not have to. This would allow anyone in the United States, whether you are a
citizen or not to be able to get a driver’s license, this would be the exact same license that everyone else has. | have a
lot of concerns with this, so we drew up this resolution, to also ask you to also oppose. One of the reasons I think it’s a
bad idea is not every State does this, | think there are only six other States. What I’m afraid of is illegal aliens all over
the United States will come to New York State to get our driver’s license right now our driver’s license is a great piece
of identification, you can get on a plan with it, you can rent a car with it, think of all the times you are asked to use your
driver’s license, well this will diminish the legitimism of our drivers license. After awhile you will no longer be able to
get on a plane with your drivers license, New York drivers license will no longer be a good source of identification.
There will have to be something called the Real ID. If people do move here it will put a real burden on New York State
taxpayers, who are already overburdened.

Jon Budelmann, Assistant. DA, this is a public safety issue not a political issue, this requirement for the social security
number was added after 911 attacks, because many of the people who were involved, had obtained State drivers
license’s. This is shifting the burden from the Federal Government on immigration onto the County Clerk to verify



documentation as to the residence and status. There is no way our County Clerk and DMV can verify documentation
from Paraguay, Iran, or anywhere else, to verify who this person claims to be. On the proposal should we issue a State
issued identification to them, it would lessen our ability to distinguish ourselves from someone who may be here with
bad intentions. In the hands of a terrorist a state issued identification is a tool, it’s a means of blending into society.
Further there are issues of legality, law enforcement, we would be assisting with fraudulent documents, we would also
be assisting someone illegally in this Country, which is a federal offense, by them being here is a violation of the
United States code. If they continue to reside here we are aiding and abetting them, this was poorly thought out,
shifting the burden to the Clerks, this poses a great number of risks. The Governor has directed this to be effective
December 1, 2007, which is almost no time, as far as | know there is no means to verify the identification, or to assist
our County, DMV, as to what they are going to do. We don’t know how this will effect the rest of us from a would be
terrorist.

Susan Dwyer, County Clerk, at the same time the Governor also said he was going to require those people to prove
residence in New York State and we asked the DMV Commissioner how are you going to do that, and they said they
did not know, and that bothers me a lot. They said they were going to provide us with a special scanner, something that
you might see on TV, CSlI, called the magic box. That box will allow us to put any foreign document on it, it will scan
it and it will be electronically transferred to the State Office in Albany, and they will be able to decide whether that
document is actually real or not. | really do have my doubts about it. The only answer the Governor has given us,
when we ask why is he doing this, he keeps saying he wants to make New York State safer, I can’t think of one good
reason why this would make New York State safer.

Legislator Petrus, with your experience, do you think this is an emergency, and has to be done now.

Jon Budelmann, the Governor has indicated that this will be in effect December 1, 2007

Legislator Petrus, Sir is this an emergency.

Susan Dwyer, County Clerk, the Governor has said this does not have to be voted on by anyone, he is doing it by
Administrative Policy, so he does not get input from the Assembly, so is he saying it’s an emergency, no he’s saying
it’s an order.

Jon Budelmann, the fact is once we start issuing licenses without proper identification, from that moment forward, all
our licenses will all look exactly the same, will be suspect. The Governor has indicated that the Public Safety Issue is
to cut down on uninsured drivers. There is nothing that says you have to have car insurance in order to get a drivers
license, so one won’t increase the other. The Governor has indicated that this will increase the registered alien’s, but
right now if an alien is registered properly, they can come down and get a drivers license. This will not increase
registered aliens, but decrease it because now they won’t have to register in order to get a license.

Susan Dwyer, | will say they have changed their minds several times, on one important aspect of this, in New York
State we have a voter registration form on the bottom of the license application, you check whether you are a legal
citizen or not and if you want to register to vote. We were told that if someone did not present a social security card,
with the security that’s in place, we were not to send those to the Board of Elections. Every single day we walk those
applications, that people fill out to register to vote over to the Board of Elections. Last Thursday we received a
directive from the DMV Commissioner, that they have decided against that anybody that comes in and fills out that
form, we are to take it over to the Board of Elections, and not check whether they have a social security card or not. |
have sent a letter to the Board of Elections, letting them know that will not be checking social security cards, and they
will have to be diligent about how they check voter registration forms.

Jon Budelmann, when your talking about an emergency, we have people that are already conceivable here, violating
federal law, coming into the DMV, seeking this State issued identification, what happens if the Clerks of the DMV
decide that they can’t verify the documentation and refuse to issue this person identification. What security is there for
that person, do | think it’s an emergency, yes | do, that is why we have come before you to ask for emergency action.
Legislator Pappert, | appreciate you taking the time to write this up, frankly | have talked to numerous people in my
district and outside the district about this, and there is only one word that can describe their feelings, which is angry,
it’s as if New York State Governor is checking commonsense at the door. Giving the ability for people to enter this
Country illegally the means to mainstream themselves and hide themselves, goes against ever law abiding fiber of the
people that put us into office. | think we need to everything within our power to stop this from happening. This is not
an emergency, an emergency is 911, this makes those things easier to happen. 1’m not so concerned with illegal’s not
having car insurance, I’m concerned with them being here. This brings me to a question, | know in Monroe County the
Legislature has taken a more aggressive stance, and probably the proper one, not to issue those licenses without proper
social security numbers. 1 would like to know Mr. Budelmann and Mr. Westphal opinion on that. With this particular
Governor, it could be putting your job at risk. | would like to see us take a more aggressive stance like Monroe County,
with specific directions not to comply with this, but you’re the ones on the chopping block, so | would like to hear your
response.

Jon Budelmann, I think this a violation of the United States Code, for the County Clerk/DMV to issue licenses to illegal
aliens, because it assists them to be able to remain in this Country, which is a violation. | think it is appropriate that we
support the County Clerk, and for all our sake direct her not to do that.

Legislator Lockwood, I move to suspend the rules on behave of myself and Mr. Mitchell on this resolution at this time.
Approved by voice vote, all present voting aye.

Chairman Fearon, | just want to make a point, if anyone had voted against this, we would not be able to suspend the
rules, no one voted against this so | declare that we suspend the rule and we’ll deal with it now.



Legislator Lockwood, I ask that if we are having this discussion that we make it a legal discussion.

Legislator Schuster, | don’t necessarily agree with the Governor trying to push this forward as quickly as he seems to
be doing, but I think on the other side people are wrong to dismiss this offhand as something that is terrible. There are
a lot of relative merits as to what he is proposing, and | think that people aren’t giving it fair consideration. Somebody
needs to explain the logic behind, this is going to invite terrorist to come, ect. To me is doesn’t make any sense as to
why it would be less safe to issue legal documentation that someone has verified, related to somebody’s identification,
the more we know about people the safer it is, as far as I’m concerned. Somebody really needs to explain to me the
logic of making a statement that this is inviting terrorist’s to come, there are illegal aliens here right now, and this is not
going to change the fact that they are here. This will allow us to know a little more about them, to me that’s safer.
There are a number of areas that we can compromise on, there are a lot of legitimate concerns as to whether this will
lessen everyone else’s drivers license, whether they will be able to board planes, register to vote, things of that nature.
You can put on the drivers license, whether or not they have provided a social security number, if they do have a social
security number then we will know they are a citizen, if not we will know they are not a citizen, but we will know a
little more about them. | think that is the way we should go, and a lot of good can become of this policy if they go in
this direction. We need time to discuss this and | hope everyone keeps a open mind about it, and we move forward.
Legislator Dudley, are there other Counties that are feeling the way we are.

Susan Dwyer, County Clerk, the NYSACC, has met; all but three County Clerks are opposed to this, 13 of the County
Clerks have said they would absolutely will not do this, they feel they are being asked to break the law. | am not one of
the 13, what | am of afraid of is that the Governor is threatening to file legal action and the County will end up having
to pay for my legal fees, | don’t want that to happen. 1’m opposed to this personally, but | want you as a board to
decide.

Jon Budelmann, I think we are pushing forward to quickly, we don’t know enough about what the Governor is asking,
that is why we are asking this group to stop this so we may have time to look at this. There very well may be merits,
but I have not heard a single one. We would not know more about these illegal aliens, but less, because they wouldn’t
have to go through immigration/naturalization, but through the County Clerk, with the magic box and either verify or
not verify the documents. We actually know less, but we are giving them more than they had before, we’re giving
them State identification. We’re going to be giving a would be terrorist an additional tool, something they didn’t have
before prior to December 1.

Legislator Pappert, | will certainly support this today, | would like to make a recommendation, to ask Legislator
Mitchell, Government Operations Committee, before the November meeting to consider a stronger resolution that
forbids the issuance of driver licenses under this circumstance, so that this is the will of this body, so that the County
Clerk is acting under our direction, and would be entitled to our legal defense. Something’s are worth fighting for, the
safety of our community, safety of our families. | would certainly support any resolution that directs you not to issue
these licenses under these conditions. If we get sued by it so be it, part of job is to protect people, sometimes that costs
a little money.

Chairman Fearon, hopefully before our next meeting the voice of the people will be heard in Albany.

Legislator Sedor, there is a statement asking our governor to withdraw and rescind the administration policy change
until such time there is a more detailed examination of the policy. | would suggest that our County Clerk and the DA’s
office contact Bernie Mack, who is our representative in this area and talk to him about our concerns. Hopefully by
next month we will have a better understanding of what the Governors feelings are on this.

Legislator Tortorici, Mr. Allen have we received any information from the NYSAC on this?

Wayne Allen, County Manager, no we have not.

Susan Dwyer, County Clerk, I’m not sure if the Sheriff Gould has heard anything for the Sheriff’s Association on this?
David Gould, Sheriff Cayuga County, we had a tele-conference last week, with the governor himself, we will meet later
this month for the Sheriff’s Association and we will have a better understanding hopefully at that time.

RESOLUTION NO. 609-07 October 23, 2007 CC-DA: Alienlicenserev
JAMES B. VARGASON, DISTICT ATTORNEY OF CAYUGA COUNTY AND SUSAN M. DWYER, COUNTY
CLERK OF CAYUGA COUNTY, REQUEST THE SUPPORT OF THE CAYUGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE IN
OPPOSING A CHANGE TO THE NEW YORK STATE DEPARTMENT OF MOTOR VEHICLE POLICY, WHICH
WILL ALLOW ILLEGAL ALIENS TO OBTAIN A VALID NEW YORK STATE DRIVER’S LICENSE & NEW
YORK STATE NON-DRIVER IDENTIFICATION

Francis Mitchell, Chairman, Government Operations Committee
WHEREAS, since February 2002, and as a result of the 9/11 terrorists attacks on America, Governor George Pataki issued an
Executive Order making it the practice and policy of the New York State Department of Motor Vehicles to require applicants
seeking driver’s licenses and non-driver’s identification to present a valid Social Security card or letter of ineligibility from a
Social Security Office for the purposes of establishing identity and legal presence within the United States; and
WHEREAS, Governor Eliot Spitzer has decreed an “administrative policy change” effective December 1, 2007, which decree
has removed this long-standing requirement for anyone seeking a New York State driver’s license and non-driver’s
identification; and
WHEREAS, the Governor’s new “administrative policy change” will pose significant security concerns for establishing identity
and legal presence in the United States, and will create unneeded confusion in the identification value of a New York State
driver’s license and non-driver’s identification to government agencies, boards of election, law enforcement, and the general
public; and
WHEREAS, the Governor’s new “administrative policy change” could lead to a significant influx of illegal immigration to the
State of New York, taxing local governments and law enforcement; and
WHEREAS, under existing United States Law, aliens who are present in the United States without being admitted or paroled,
or who arrived in the United States at any time or place other than as designated by the Attorney General are inadmissible (see
Title 8, USC, Section 1182 (a) (6) (A) ), and
WHEREAS, any immigrant at the time of application for admission, who is not in possession of a valid unexpired immigrant
visa, reentry permit, border crossing identification card, or other valid entry document required by federal law, and a valid
unexpired passport, or other suitable travel document, or document of identity and nationality if such document is required
under the regulations issued by the Attorney General under applicable federal law, or whose visa has been issued without
compliance with the provisions of applicable federal law, is inadmissible to the United States (see Title 8, USC, Section 1182
(@) (7) (A) ), and
WHEREAS, United States Law requires that all aliens who are applicants for admission or otherwise seeking admission or
readmission to or transit through the United States shall be inspected by immigration officials (see Title 8, USC, Section 1225),
and
WHEREAS, under existing United States Law, any person who encourages or induces an alien to come to, enter, or reside in
the United States, knowing or in reckless disregard of the fact that such coming to, entry, or residence is or will be in violation
of law, or engages in any conspiracy to commit any of the preceding acts or aids or abets the commission of any of the
preceding acts (see Title 8, USC, Section 1324), does so in violation of federal law, which proscribes a penalty therefore, and
WHEREAS, under existing United States Law, any person who knowingly aids or assists any alien inadmissible under federal
law to enter the United States, or who connives or conspires with any person or persons to allow, procure, or permit any such
alien to enter the United States, is subject to criminal prosecution and penalty upon conviction therefore (see Title 8, USC,
Section 1327), and
WHERERAS, according to a memo from the Governor’s office, the new “administrative policy change” will permit applicants
to obtain New York State driver’s licenses and non-driver’s identification by presenting the local Department of Motor
Vehicles with identity documents, including a current and valid foreign passport, and
WHEREAS, the District Attorney of Cayuga County, acting in his capacity as the Chief Law Enforcement Official of Cayuga
County, has expressed his concern to this Legislature that implementation in Cayuga County of the Governor’s new
“administrative policy change” discussed above—without proper electronic safeguards to permit the local Department of Motor
Vehicles to detect fraudulent identification documents—aids illegal aliens in their continued violation of existing federal law;
facilitates the commission of new state crimes in Cayuga County like, Offering a False Instrument for Filing, Criminal
Impersonation, Obstructing Governmental Administration, Forgery, and Criminal Possession of Forged Instruments, all
offenses Cayuga County residents have an interest in preventing; and it denies law enforcement and prosecution an important
tool in discovering the concealment of on-going criminal activity, and
WHEREAS, the County Clerk of Cayuga County has informed this Legislature that she shares the District Attorney’s concerns,
and wants to take steps to make certain that her office is complying with the spirit and letter of existing federal and New York
State Laws, and believes that the Governor’s new “administrative policy change” is hampering her efforts to do so,
NOW, therefore, be it



RESOLVED, that the sentiment of James B. Vargason, District Attorney of Cayuga County, and Susan M. Dwyer, County
Clerk of Cayuga County, as discussed above, is also the sentiment of this Legislature, and it is further
RESOLVED, that for the reasons discussed above this Legislature believes that the Governor’s new “administrative
policy change” removing the Social Security requirement for obtaining a New York State driver’s license or the non-
driver identification is ill advised, and not good policy for New York State in general, and Cayuga County in particular,
and it is hereby further,
RESOLVED, this legislature calls upon Governor Eliot Spitzer to withdraw and rescind his “administrative policy
change” until such time as a more detailed examination of its ramifications can be conducted, and it is hereby further
RESOLVED, that the Cayuga County Legislature opposes Governor Eliot Spitzer’s new “administrative policy
change” discussed above, and that a copy of this resolution be communicated to Governor Eliot Spitzer, and our New
York State Senators and New York State Assemblymen.

COMMITTEE REPORT: Legislator Petrus, Mr. Allen, County Manager, attended the Office for the Aging report on
the Nursing Home, they received an exemplary report.

Legislator Schuster, there is a group of people in Auburn, known as the Citizen’s for Auburn for Solar and Hydrogen
advocates that look at renewable energy resources. They are having a open house this Thursday, October 25, in
Aurelius, at Linda Martin’s Home. Her home is underground and is almost completely self sufficient, and produces it’s
own power by windmill. If anyone is interested in going please get a hold of me. Election Day is coming up in a
couple of weeks and there is a local law regarding the terms of the legislator’s, there has been some new information
that has come to light recently related to that topic, that I believe the public needs to know in order to make the proper
choice. Basically the state has done a poor job of letting the people know that the extension does exist, and because of
that extension, it is not necessary for the Legislature or Town Supervisors, or anything of that nature to have to resign
from their elected positions for a day in order to collect pension. In light of that fact if we were aware of that prior to
discussion on the local law on term limits, the local law would have been in a different form. The current law that will
be voted on the 6", of November, does in fact fix two of the problems associated with our term limits. One of those is
do we really need it, and the other is that our local law right now states the years that our Legislator’s can serve not the
terms.

MANAGER’S REPORT: Wayne Allen, we have nearly completed preparing the 2008 County Tentative Budget and
2008-2013 Capital Improvement Plan. We are preparing this material, which will enable the Ways & Means
Committee, and the County Legislature to analyze and recommend changes to the 2008 Tentative Budget Plan. The
County budget is a work in progress and will continue until it is adopted. | plan to schedule three County Budget
informational meetings for the public, | am looking at meeting sites in Cato, Auburn, and Moravia. | will welcome any
suggestions or questions. | have been invited to attend the New York State Association of Counties Leadership
Institute, which will be held on November 26 and 27, 2007, at the IBM Learning Center , Armonk NY. Cost to attend
the Institute will be paid by NYSAC, with the exception of travel costs, | will pay for my own travel costs to and from
the institute, 1 will be submitting permission to attend to my committee chair person.

Legislator Pappert, | thought at our last meeting we were under the understanding we would have a tentative budget out
about now, what is the time frame we will actually have that in our hands so we can start to dissect it?

Wayne Allen, County Manager, the date that the Tentative Budget and the Capital Improvement Plan, will be issued
November 1, 2007. | have talked to the Chairman of Ways & Means about the process, and will be discussing it further
once the Tentative is released for the next steps in the process for review.

Legislator Pappert, last month | asked that we get more information regarding the issue of our un-funded future
liability for our Health and Insurance. What Government uses to attract good employees, and we have very good
employees, is benefits, health insurance benefits, pension benefits, things of that nature. Pension benefits are handled
very well, in the sense that we made the promise that we are going to give our employees money for the rest of their
lives and we set aside money now so that when those checks need to be cut, there is actually money to cut them with.
Pension are handled pretty responsibly State wide. Health Insurance State wide, not just Cayuga County, is not
handled responsibly at all, we make promises to our employees that after you retire we are going to continue to provide
you and your family with heath insurance, but we don’t set any money at all aside to meet those obligations. We had a
study done as every county, school district, and college, and the present value of what we owe for those promises made
to people are over $133 million dollars. That’s money that you guys that are in High School now are going to be
paying back for people that have worked 20 years ago. There is no money set aside to pay these people benefits, if we
wanted to take care of this problem over the next 30 years, we need to set aside 9.4 million a year in our budget.
Currently we put aside 2.5 million per year in our budget, that leaves a gap of 6.8 million dollars. Why | want the
students to hear this conversation, this is a problem that you and your family will be grappling with for the next 30
years minimum Pay attention to what Government is doing, pay attention to what they are saying, know that when they
say we want to raise your taxes, because we want to buy some new trucks, build new bridge, or expand a service, that
when they borrow that money to do that, that they still have a 134 million dollar check that they rang up at the register
that you have to pay.

The Cayuga County Legislature
authorizes the Environmental Advisors and Non-County, Local Officials members to invite any such agency, as
they may deem appropriate, to send a representative.

4. A representative from any organization formed to advocate on behalf of a water body in Cayuga County.
Since these persons will be acting in an official capacity, to be voting members, these representatives must
reside in Cayuga County. As used in this resolution an organization must be an entity consisting of at least
twenty five members who meet at least twice per year and have an adopted charter or mission statement
identifying the advocacy on behalf of a specified water body as its primary purpose. Only one group
advocating on behalf of a single water body may be afforded membership. Should any dispute arise
concerning the qualification of any organization the Environmental Advisors, paragraph 1 above, and Non-
County, Local Officials members, paragraph 2 above, will resolve such a dispute by a majority vote.

BE IT ENACTED by the County Legislature of the County of Cayuga, New York, as follows:

Section 1. Legislative Intent. After due consideration, it is the concensus of this legislative body that it is in
the best interests of the citizens of the County of Cayuga that, in order to encourage volunteer participation in the
Cayuga County Auxiliary Police, Workers’ Compensation Coverage should be afforded to the members of such
organization. Accordingly, it is the intent of this Legislature that this Local Law shall satisfy the legal requirements of
Section 2, Subdivision 4, of the Workers” Compensation Law of the State of New York and authorize (a) the existence
of such organization and (b) the extension of Workers” Compensation coverage and benefits membership thereof.

Section 2. Authorization. The existence of an auxiliary police organization known as the Cayuga County
Auxiliary Police shall be and hereby is created for the purposes of Section 2, Subdivision 4, of the Workers’
Compensation Law of the State of New York.

Section 3. Employee Defined. Within the meaning and intent of Section 2, Subdivision 4, of the Workers’
Compensation Law of the State of New York, all members of the Cayuga County Auxiliary Police shall be and hereby
are deemed to be employees of the County of Cayuga and Workers’ Compensation coverage shall be and hereby is
extended to such individuals during the course of their employment, as that term is further defined by Section 2,
Subdivision 5, of the Workers” Compensation Law of the State of New York.

Section 4. Effective Date. This Local Law shall take effect upon filing with the Secretary of State of the
State of New York, pursuant to the provisions of the Municipal Home Rule Law.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 1X of the Constitution of the State of New York it is necessary for this Legislature to
enact a Home Rule Request for the passage of said legislation; and

WHEREAS, any costs incurred by the operation of said legislation will be borne by the County of Cayuga; and
WHEREAS, the past service cost for the period indicated above for Deputy Sheriff Joseph W. Ryan is $9,800; now,
therefore be it
