WHEREAS, the Early Intervention Service Coordinator position control #007030 (Grade 18) was vacated on 12/31/2020 due to 

a retirement and it is necessary to have someone who can fill the role of a EI Service Coordinator; and  

WHEREAS, the Early Intervention Service Coordinator provides case management for children and their families eligible for 

Early Intervention services as per NYS regulation; and 

WHEREAS, the Early Intervention Service Coordinator position is funded in the Health Department’s 2021 budget A40451 

51001; and  

WHEREAS, the Public Health Director wishes to fill an Early Intervention Service Coordinator position within the Programs 

for Children with Special Healthcare Needs division of the Health Department to provide service coordination for families of 

children with developmental delays and assist with an increase in volume; and  

WHEREAS, the Public Health Director wishes to allow for an overlap between the newly hired position and the current 

temporary fill of up to 180 hours to allow for necessary training due to the significant volume of cases referred as well as to 

ensure the strictly regulated NYS timelines for service provision are met;  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT 

RESOLVED, that the Public Health Director be authorized to fill an Early Intervention Service Coordinator position in a 

manner that would allow the current temporary fill up to 180 hours of training time with new hire; and be it further 

RESOLVED, that the position be filled in accordance with Civil Service Rules and Regulations and the policies of the County 

of Cayuga.

RESOLUTION NO.___________ 7-27-21     PB VET MEM PARK CFA SUPPORT  rev 

Authorizing the Chair and Highway Superintendent to enter into an agreement with the Veterans Memorial 

Park Association for assistance in implementing the Veterans Memorial Park Capital Improvement Plan and 

supporting the 2021 NYS CFA grant funding request

WHEREAS, the Not-For-Profit Veterans Memorial Park Association (the Association), the owners of Veterans 

Memorial Park (the Park) in the Town of Aurelius, have prepared a comprehensive Capital Improvement Plan (the 

Plan) for the Park, including redevelopment of the existing youth baseball facilities, development of two new softball 

fields, installation of new bleachers, dugouts and site lighting, construction of new parking areas and access drives, and 

construction of maintenance and storage buildings to serve the facility (the Project); and 

WHEREAS, the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation have deemed the Association 

eligible to apply for NYS Grant Funding to support the Project under the 2021 Environmental Protection Fund (EPF) 

Parks, Recreation and Heritage Grants Program (2021 EPF Parks Grant) via a 2021 New York State Consolidated 

Funding Application (CFA); and 

WHEREAS, the Association is preparing a CFA application for state funding under the 2021 EPF Parks Grant to offset 

the cost to implement the Capital Improvement Plan and has applied for Emerson Foundation funding for the required 

match for that grant; and 

WHEREAS, Cayuga County supports the Association’s plan to renovate and revitalize the existing Veterans Memorial 

Park baseball facility into a tournament-level, competitive softball facility serving Cayuga County and the region, 

transforming Veterans Memorial Park into a valued component of the recreational and tourism offerings within the 

County; and 

WHEREAS, the Veterans Memorial Park Plan also calls for development and placement at its entrance, a larger-than 

life monument depicting the historic raising of the American flag on Mount Suribachi during the Battle of Iwo Jima in 

World War II on February 23, 1945, as well as placement of other military memorials and tributes on site; and 

WHEREAS, these Veteran memorial costs are outside the scope of funding for the EPF Parks Grant and match, and 

WHEREAS, Cayuga County supports the Association’s plan to forever memorialize and honor the contributions of all 

Veterans in Cayuga County through development of the Memorial Park and monuments, recognizing the opportunity it 

affords youth and families today as well as future generations to reflect on the service and sacrifices made by United 

States Veterans to secure our freedoms; now, therefore be it 

RESOLVED, that the Cayuga County Legislature hereby expresses its strong support for the Veterans Memorial Park 

Project in Aurelius, including the Association’s 2021 CFA Application under the 2021 NYS Environmental Protection 

Fund (EPF) Parks, Recreation and Heritage Grants Program, and the Association’s matching grant proposal through the 

Emerson Foundation; and be it further 

RESOLVED, that the Cayuga County Legislature hereby authorizes the Chair and Highway Superintendent to enter into 

an agreement with the Veteran’s Memorial Park Association which shall provide, among other things, those benefits 

described above, to the citizens of Cayuga County, and that in consideration therefore, the County Highway Department 

shall assist with site development in the form of supplying and hauling crusher run gravel (approximately 200 ton) for 

driveway and parking area improvements to the site; and be it further 

RESOLVED, that the Clerk of the Legislature shall provide a Certified Copy of this Support Resolution to the Veterans 

Memorial Association for inclusion in the 2021 CFA Application.
