The Village of Fair Haven, located within the Towh Sterling, was originally part of the land area
dedicated to veterans of the American Revolution&gr in the Central New York Military Tract. The
first settlement on the land was made in 1805,veasl! later incorporated into the town of Cato.

an active port facility out of Little Sodus Bay the early 19 Century, but declining port activity
eventually led to the village’s current niche asaation and recreation destination (Storke, 1879).
